Sugarhouse to learn about and taste maple sugar. At Cold
Hollow Cider Mill to see the production of their wonderful
cider and sample some of their fine apple products including
their gourmet cider donuts. Enjoy a drive through Vermont’s
state capital of Montpelier before coming to the quaint village
of Woodstock. Lunch is included here along with free time to
explore Woodstock.
