Morocco Itinerary
Day 1 – DEPART - OVERNIGHT FLIGHT
An amazing adventure awaits in a land with centuries old customs and culture. Morocco, the "Gateway to Africa”.

Day 2  - ARRIVE CASABLANCA - RABAT
Welcome to Morocco! After arrival, travel to Rabat for a two-night stay. Welcome Dinner this evening.  (D)

Day 3 - RABAT
Enjoy a guided tour of Rabat, including the Mohammed V Mausoleum, and Hassan Tower. Visit the Kasbah of the
Udayas before lunch. Afternoon is at leisure. Dinner at a local restaurant in Rabat. (B, L, D)

Day 4  -  MEKNES & VOLUBILIS - FEZ
Travel to Meknes for a tour and see the king's tomb which sits at the heart of what remains of the original imperial
city. Visit Domaine de la Zouina Winery Estate for a tour and wine tasting with olive oils, dried fruit and goat
cheeses, and lunch. Travel to the ancient Roman city of Volubilis to explore its stunning ruins. Continue to Fez and
check-into our hotel for a two-night stay. (B, L)

Day 5  - FEZ – CITY TOUR
Tour Fez and see the Al-Attarine Madrasa (Koranic college), the Nejjarine Square, and the Funduq al-Najjarin (Museum
of Carpentry). Visit Fez El Jdid (New Fez), and the leather souk with the oldest leather tannery in the world. Visit a clay
workshop, the artisan quarters, and other souks in the medieva. Dinner at a local restaurant this evening. (B, D)

Day 6 - FEZ - ERFOUD- MERZOUGA
Drive through the Middle Atlas Mountains with a stop in the quiet French built alpine resort town of Ifrane. Arrive in
Erfoud, the gateway to the Saharan dunes. Continue to Merzouga, and travel on the sandy dunes in 4-WD vehicles.
Enjoy dinner and an overnight at your luxury desert Camp, your home for the next two nights. (B, L, D)

Day 7  - MERZOUGA
See the sun rise over the Sahara, then enjoy a ride through the dunes on the back of a camel. Take an excursion in
4x4 vehicles through the famed Erg Chebbi dunes and visit the village Tissardmine for lunch. Head to Khamlia, for a
Gnawa music performance. Return to camp and gather by the campfire after dinner under a canopy of stars. (B, L, D)

Day 8  - MERZOUGA - TINGHIR - DADES
After breakfast, 4x4 vehicles take you back to Merzouga village, where you'll drive to Tinghir and Todra Gorges.
Have lunch then drive through the Dades Valley with sandcastles and rock formations known as Monkey Toes.
Continue to your hotel for dinner and overnight. (B, L, D)

Day 9  - DADES -AIT BEN HADDO -MARRAKECH
Depart for Skoura, and see the Kasbah Amridil living museum. Travel to Ouarzazate to visit Taourirt Kasbah, one of
the most beautiful Kasbah's in Morocco. Leave Ait Ben Haddou, crossing the High Atlas Mountains via the
magnificent Tizi n'Tichka pass to Marrakech. Check-into your hotel for a two-night stay. (B, L)

Day 10 - MARRAKECH
Take a city tour of Marrakesh, the "Red City". See Koutoubia Mosque, and Bahia Palace. Explore the artisan
quarters and the colorful Souks. Continue to Dar El Bacha Museum of Confluences, and have time to stroll in the
famed Jemaa El Fna square. Enjoy a cooking class at Bennoinas Farm with an executive chef. Learn about local
cuisine and culture followed by dinner. (B, D)

Day 11  - MARRAKECH - CASABLANCA
Depart Marrakech to Casablanca for a city tour where you will see the Hassan Il Mosque. Continue to the Ain Diab
Corniche for a stroll along the coast. Stop at Mohammed V Square before enjoying a Farewell Dinner. (B, D)
